REGISTERED GUESTS: Sue Fronapfel, Bob Case, Christa Rosera, Jeremiah Fields, Troy & Shawna Reichert, Dawndrea Daly, Ada Pulos, Wally Sturdivant, 
AGENDA: CM Harris moved to approve the agenda. CW Wells seconded. The motion carried. 
[bookmark: _Hlk179538864]MINUTES: CW Wells moved to approve the September 17, 2024 minutes as presented, CM Harris seconded. The motion carried.

SCHOOL LUNCH WEEK PROCLAMATION- The Mayor read the School Lunch Week Proclamation declaring October 14-18, 2024 as National School Lunch Week.
CRAZY TONY’S CATERING PERMIT: CM Harris moved to approve Crazy Tony’s catering Permit for the 1st annual Benefit Dinner October 19th, 2024 at the VFW. CM Michaels seconded. The motion carried. 
RESOLUTION 2025-005: CW Wells moved to approve Resolution 2025-005, appointing J. Burfeind a municipal officer. CM Augustyn seconded. The motion carried. CM Michaels clarified paragraph three and that we are following state statutes.
STURDIVANT: Wally Sturdivant says there are unresolved utility and variance of easement concerns on the property he lives at and wants to see those addressed before he signs the deed for the Town. 
COMMUNITY ORGANIZATION REPORTS:  Shawna Reichert gives her last report for the PC Chamber. Shawna will still be the town’s representative on the lodging tax board. Shawna thanked the town for all their support over the last 5 years. Trisha Cancino will be your new CEO. They are heading to the Wyoming workforce conference in Rock Springs. Shawna will be staying on the Wyoming chamber State board of Directors. 
DEPARTMENT REPORTS: M. Fronapfel, Public works says the Water tank did not pass its water test and until it passes we will not turn the tank on. Railroad has been out of power for 2 days, we finally got them up and running thanks to Wheatland REA. We will get back to tree trimming and once that’s complete we will get the street sweeper out. CM Augustyn wants to know where we are at with water usage. M. Fronapfel implies people are complaining their water bills should not be that high. Mike explains that when we started water restrictions we were running about 350-370 thousand gallons and now we are at 596 thousand gallons a day. That’s not lying, that’s what’s coming out of the tanks. Water bills are high, water is getting used. H. Dawson pulled usage from December to January and we only had 25 residents using over 9 thousand gallons and in the summer we have 5 pages, obviously, as CM Michaels stated people are watering. Chief Thomas says there’s been several ambulance calls and a fire call. They are planning again this year for the Halloween haunted house. J. Burfeind continues to work on the land deeds and mapping and looking at plot lines. Permitting is ongoing and there are a lot of questions being asked. Code enforcement flyer acknowledging fall cuttings. If you need assistance with your lawn please come talk to us, there are volunteers that can help.
MAYOR AND COUNCIL REPORT: CM Michaels the Mayor and J. Burfeind met with an engineer at the airport. 2002-2004 was the last time Wyoming Aeronautics were out to inspect. The taxi way is currently coded red. CM Michaels says first and foremost it needs to either break even or make money, we don’t need a money pit.  The airport is an asset, and we can get funding, possibly through donations. CM Michaels thinks we can work on this for next year’s budget. CM Michaels thinks $90.00 a month is underpriced for hanger rentals. CW Wells asked if there’s an idea what we are looking at cost wise for repairs. CW Wells doesn’t think we’d make enough to support the airport. Mayor Delgado said we do not qualify for federal funding. M. Fronapfel suggested the council pull the airport lease and read it. H. Dawson has had calls asking to land at the airport and H. Dawson wanted to know with it being coded red is it a safe runway to land. Christa Rosera said it’s noted that there are no services to the public but the pilot can still fly in under their discretion. The FAA puts out the status of the airfield. J. Burfeind wanted clarification for the people online that we have a couple options and one is keep the airport and possibly turn it into something that will make money or they can trade it to the guard camp for the piece of property that’s north with our burn pile on it. CM Michaels wants us to see what it would cost to grind up what’s on that property. Christa Rosera says there are non-burnable in that pile as well that needs separated out. CM Augustyn thanked Mike and his crew because Whalen street is coming along nice, looks good. Second of all do we need to swear in John as a municipal officer and the Mayor said we will confirm with Attorney Jones. CM Harris says if we get rid of that airport we will never get it back. CW Wells asked if John prepared an estimate for damages at the JTEC building. John said damages are around $16,000 but that doesn’t identify the leak and so that would be cost plus, plus, plus on top of that and there’s mold mitigation that needs addressed. CW Wells recognized Julie Wilkes hard work and the Mayor says after watching employees everyday they are all doing a good job and he wants to thank every employee for that.
