Burfeind and the council addressed a few issues with the airport, along with information provided by engineers and the recent teleconference had with Wyoming aeronautics. Ray addressed housing as a possibility and that if we do a trade, it should be as J. Burfeind mentioned, apples to apples. 
AIRPORT: CW Wells recommended a workshop for October 22nd at 6pm. Engineering costs , maps, appraisal values, joint use airport and lease will be questions that need addressed. 
[bookmark: _Hlk181094625]COMMUNITY ORGANIZATION REPORTS:  LTC Counts, with Camp Guernsey says we will have 20 units, a little over 2000 soldiers in from now until November 7. November 13th will be the ribbon cutting for the new barracks. Safety fliers are being distributed to Guernsey-Sunrise schools. Looking at increasing our wildland fire capabilities, trying to get more wildland firefighters. Troops coming in should take note of the speed limit on Lucindy Rollins Road. 
DEPARTMENT REPORTS: J. Burfeind gave a report on what he’s been working on. City planning current project is street scaping improvement set for the holiday theme, so something on main street, S. Wyoming.  Working on communicating to the public about zoning. Looking into providing the neighborhoods on the North side of Highway 26 with a park and if it would be a benefit to the community. South bridge repair complete with assistance from camp Guernsey. Paving started on Nebraska street, and they will be moving along quickly. Upcoming activities include treat street and discussions with the chief to possibly put cop cars at both ends of town with the lights on to bring awareness to the passerby.  November 1st and 2nd the town is hosting regional volleyball at the school. Inspections conducted were 31, violations issued were 7. Kevin Lockman requested a refund on his permit that has expired. Wes Sterner with public works says the water tank is up and running however we are waiting on a probe deep enough to measure water levels. Well 3 will be tied in next week. CW Wells asked if we are lifting water restrictions and the answer is no they are still in effect.  W. Sterner says if we don’t have that probe there’s no way to tell the depth of the tank and we can’t have an employee watching water levels all night. 
MAYOR AND COUNCIL REPORT: CM Harris asked if J. Burfeind was sworn in yet, and the Mayor said yes. CM Harris said if you need a meter to check go check his and CW Wells said you can also check hers. CW Wells thanked the staff for the safety dinner. CW Wells asked if the Sturdivant electric issues were addressed yet? J. Burfeind said that it’s on the list to be looked at. CM Michaels echoed the appreciation of the safety dinner that was put on it went well and the town is looking good. The street sweeper is brought up and the Mayor said as soon as the leaves start falling that’s when Mike said he’d bring it out. CW Wells said we probably don’t want to pull staff off the water project for that at this time. The Mayor thanked the crew for working and keeping us updated on everything that’s going on.
