DEPARTMENT REPORTS: Wes Sterner gave a brief report on the Fire department mentioning Wheatland fire department may have a fire truck that Guernsey fire department could benefit from. CM Michaels motioned to approve Guernsey town receiving fire truck, seconded by CW Wells. The motion carried. J. Burfeind says there have been no new permits filed. Code enforcement is in full force with a focus on nuisances. Once a citizen has been issued a summons they must appear before the judge. Airport is still a focus when it comes to town planning. The chamber will be having their annual AG banquet on February 8, 2025. CW Wells inquired about putting together a workshop to review ordinances. J. Burfeind brought up affordable housing and the many discussions taking place throughout the community with Economic development, and students participating in Skills USA.  
MAYOR AND COUNCIL REPORT: CM Michaels gave kudos to the town crews for keeping the water and electric system up and running with the kind of weather conditions we have had lately. Mayor Delgado encouraged the community to come and support the kids sporting activities. CW Wells brought up an app that will let you know when all school functions are taking place. The waterline project is almost complete just waiting on the ladder still. Feb 6th we meet with the SLIB board for our grant request. CW Wells mentioned that Cassie Wells with Guernsey State Park has shared grant opportunities that the State of Wyoming has available for community projects.
