DEPARTMENT REPORTS: M. Fronapfel updated the council on the waterline project and says the punch list is complete. The stairs for the water tank will arrive tomorrow.  Kudos were handed out to his team for the hard work during the power outage affecting several homes. Thank you to the WREA for providing materials and assisting our public works team after hours. CW Wells mentioned WYRULEC having a bucket truck for sale. M. Fronapfel says the town has had quite a few equipment failures lately. J. Burfeind began with planning and on February 6th we will meet with the SLIB board for our grant request. Code Enforcement is addressing Nuisance Ordinance violations including weeds and we’ve had dogs at large issues on Public Spaces. J. Burfeind still needs to schedule a workshop to go over current ordinances; Mayor Delgado asked John to schedule a workshop and let us know the date and time. Chamber of Commerce Ag Banquet will be February 8th in Wheatland. Chief Harrison gave 2024 statistics to the Council and Mayor addressing past issues that have been brought up by the community and the Council. CM Fields mentioned he has noticed a lot more police presence and the Chief asked for the date of the next neighborhood watch meeting so he can introduce the new officers. 
MAYOR AND COUNCIL REPORT: CW Wells thanked the public Works department for their work in the frigid temperatures yesterday to get the power restored at her house and surrounding homes. brought up an app that will let you know when all school functions are taking place.
