LODGING TAX BOARD: CW Wells moved to remove Shawna Reichert from the lodging tax board, no second. The motion died. 
BUCKET TRUCK: CM Michaels moved to approve the purchase of a $50,000.00 bucket truck from WYRULEC, seconded by CM Harris. The motion carried. 
COMMUNITY ORGANIZATION REPORTS: None
DEPARTMENT REPORTS: Diana Griffith is working on grant writing for the visitor center. J. Burfeind scheduled an Ordinance workshop for March 3rd at 6 pm. Code Enforcement, we are still dealing with dogs at large. The Town held their annual pet clinic and a lot of people registered their pets, the town still wants to encourage those that haven’t to do so. CW Wells made a motion to remove Chief Jeff Thomas from the fire department. CM Michaels seconded. The motion carried. CW Wells made a motion to allow Mayor Delgado to appoint a temporary Chief until voting can take place, CM Michaels seconded. The motion carried. 
MAYOR AND COUNCIL REPORT: CW Wells stated there has been a lot of speculation on what this liquor transfer could do to businesses, but Perkins has the right to sell and the grocery store has the right to buy. CW Wells expressed her disappointment in the way the community came out. CM Fields appreciated community comments noting this as a hard decision and as elected officials we have to watch out for our town and the people in it.
